May 2015 

 

4 parties stood in our election across 3 schools.   

The parties were Transform, Tomorrow, Progress 
and Vision. Each party chose leaders and set about designing 
policies, persuasive materials and planning a speech to the 
whole school. 
 
After presenting their ideas to the school, pupils (the 
electorate ) voted for their chosen party.  The results were 
counted and announced to the school at the end of the same day. 
 



 
Wellow was just 1 of the constituencies. Our votes were shared 
with those from Halterworth  and Awbridge, who had the same 
parties standing for election.  
 

At Wellow, the winning party  was Tomorrow . The 

graphs show a different story once all votes were combined

Voting results can be counted in many different ways to get to a 
decision. When constituencies are different sizes, the difference 
in results can be remarkable. 
 
  



Method 1 ɀ Just count the total number of votes and add them up for each party. 
This system is used in Israel and is called a Party List system.  
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Method 2 ɀ Instead of counting the votes, percentages of the total votes in each 
school is worked out. This means that no constituency is more important than 
any other, even if it is bigger or smaller.  
The UK Parliament elections have different size constituencies too (from Orkney 
& Shetland with 33,755 voters, to the Isle of Wight with 110,924). 
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Method 3 ɀ Parties are awarded points for finishing 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th (a bit like a 
Formula 1 race). The points were added together and you can see the results!
